The restrooms are on
your right once you pass the fireplace.

In order to make it easier for us to get to know each other, we ask everyone
to wear a nametag. If you do not have a reusable nametag, there are stickers
and markers at each entrance. If you would like to have a reusable nametag
made for you, please print your name on the clipboard next to the trays of
reusable nametags.

Coloring notebooks and crayons are available at each Sanctuary entrance.
Please feel free to let your kids color and otherwise be themselves during the
worship service. All are welcome as they are, including kids!

If you need to step out of the service with your infant or toddler and are in
search of a quite space to spend a few moments, the parent room (at the end
of the North Narthex past the door to the Memorial Garden) is open during
the 10 AM service. There is no child care attendant so all children must be
accompanied at all times by their parent / guardian.

Private intercessory prayer is available with members of our Intercessory
Prayer team in the side aisle while Communion is being distributed at the
10:00 AM service. Additionally, there are Prayer Jars at each entrance to
the Sanctuary where you can share prayers requests that will be prayed over
for the next month.

Most of the worship service is printed in this leaflet. Music that is not
printed in the leaflet can be found in The Hymnal 1982 (the red book on
the shelf under the chair in front of you) or in Lift Every Voice and Sing II
(the red, black, and green book found on a cart at each entrance). We stand,
if able, for the hymns and stand or kneel, according to one’s personal
tradition, for prayer.

He said these things while he was teaching in the synagogue at
Capernaum.



When many of his disciples heard it, they said, “This teaching is difficult; who can accept it?” But Jesus,
being aware that his disciples were complaining about it, said to them, “Does this offend you? Then
what if you were to see the Son of Man ascending to where he was before? It is the spirit that gives life;
the flesh is useless. The words that I have spoken to you are spirit and life. But among you there are
some who do not believe.” For Jesus knew from the first who were the ones that did not believe, and
who was the one that would betray him. And he said, “For this reason I have told you that no one can
come to me unless it is granted by the Father.”

Because of this many of his disciples turned back and no longer went about with him. So Jesus asked
the twelve, “Do you also wish to go away?” Simon Peter answered him, “Lord, to whom can we go?
You have the words of eternal life. We have come to believe and know that you are the Holy One of

THE NICENE CREED From Enriching Our Worship®

This change restores the Creed to the version that was originally accepted by both
Western and Eastern Orthodox Churches. (The phrase ‘of the Son’ was added a few hundred years later by a regional synod
and was never adopted by Eastern Orthodox Churches).

he ascended into heaven

and is seated at the right hand of the Father.

He will come again in glory to judge the living and the dead,
and his kingdom will have no end.

WORSHIP TIMES BEGINNING IN SEPTEMBER 2024

The vestry recently met to review and evaluate our Sunday worship schedule and make decisions that will best
serve our community. As we navigate this period of transition, we believe it is very important that we come
together in Prayer, Praise and Worship.

It goes without saying that there are many factors that the vestry considered prior to making its decision. They
are, but not limited to:

1. Worship Services: It was determined that we are unable to sustain two worship services each Sunday. While
we truly understand that there are many of you who cherished the 8am service, we must adjust our plans
according to our financial realities.

2. Service Time: Beginning September 8, we will hold one worship service starting at 10am. This decision was
made after careful consideration of various factors, including:

¢ Choir Rehearsals: Both our adult and children’s choirs require a full hour of rehearsal before the service.
To accommodate this, a 10am service allows for a 9am start time, which is necessary for effective
preparation.

e Setup Needs: The altar guild and Zoom team need to arrive 45 minutes before the service to set up. With
the current 9am service, this early start is challenging for them. A 10am service will provide a more
manageable schedule for all concerned.

We acknowledge that there are some who may be disappointed by these changes. However, we are navigating
new realities in the post-pandemic and transition world that many places of worship are also adapting to.

The vestry remains hopeful that we will continue to come together on Sunday mornings with joy and a spirit of
community, celebrating our faith and supporting one another.

New Director of Music

We are happy to announce that Trinity’s new Director of Music is Markus Centola. Markus impressed the
search committee with his musicianship, his experience with Episcopal liturgy, his passion and skills for teaching
children, and his engaging personality. He will plan and provide music for Sunday services and serve as director
for the Adult Choir and The Choir School of Hartford. The position is half-time, and began August 15th; the
congregation will be able to fully welcome him when musical worship services resume on September 8. We're
excited to have him on board!
